Architects Ellis & Connery designed the library in the
fashionable Beaux-Arts style. e exterior is de ned
by strong symmetry, a broad ight of stairs leading

to a raised single storey, and entrance doors anked
by Corinthian columns. Inside, capitals, cornices and
cross-paneled beams enrich the large rotunda.

“Quiet, digni ed, classic.”

During a 1906 visit to Toronto, Andrew
Carnegie stated: “I want the branch libraries to
be near the people... e building should look
quiet, digni ed and classic.” He surely would
have been proud of the library he funded on
Annette Street today.
